United States Role in Facilitating a Strong Pakistan-India Relationship

· United States must understand the very challenging and complicated components of Pakistan- India Relations. One has to go beyond the allegations that come out of India and Pakistan and look at the actual merits and facts surrounding any and every bad incident in the region. The blame game that does occur between the 2 countries should be looked at wit respect to the actual truth. US MUST NOT make any conclusions and wrongful assertions as this leads to loss of our own credibility as a friend and partner in the war on terror. 
· Pakistan and India have one of the largest numbers of uneducated, underprivileged people in the world. Both the countries have continued to use a significant proportion of their budget away from education and health care to place on defense. Pakistan being a smaller of the two countries with lesser budget has pronounced findings of this situation.

· KASHMIR is THE CENTRAL issue between the relations of India and Pakistan. BOTH the countries HAVE NOT been able to resolve this issue on their own. They have developed a much more complex web of relations leading to instability within and outside their borders.  Being a volatile, highly emotional and nuclear capacity of the two countries, with about 1/3 of the world’s population under imminent threat in the region this conflict is NO LONGER an INTERNAL ISSUE. 
We have had good relations with both Pakistan and India and these relations must be looked at as independent of each other. However, it is clear that there is an increasing overlap of our interests in the region. We are the SOLE WORLD POWER and because of the challenges mentioned above WE MUST STEP IN and HELP PEACEFULLY RESOLVE one of the largest HUMAN RIGHTS CHALLENGE between the two Countries. This resolution will help us very significantly in this war on terror and help us fight the Anti-American sentiment in the region. 

Once the Kashmir solution is achieved according to the people of Kashmir and the United Nations Resolutions and based on Human rights principles, both Pakistan and India can start to focus on their people and human development and develop a safe regional strategy for sustainable economic improvement and one of the regions with highest potentials at this time. 
· There is a significant concern within Pakistan that there has been a presence of Indian intelligence agencies working to cause significant instability in the Balauchistan and the NWFP (The NorthWestern part of Pakistan) Moreover the information coming through various information resources about the dismantling of Pakistan into smaller parts has led to concerns in Pakistan which may be making Pakistan not fully focused on the war in the region. In order to win the region and the war in Afghanistan it is critical to have Pakistan be fully engaged without any concerns of their internal insecurity. 

· The entire South Asia has to be looked as a single region. Any policies or recommendations which will lead to instability in Pakistan will clearly lead to instability in Afghanistan and India. In order for us to be able to achieve our short term and long term goals in the regions Pakistan’s issues and concerns CAN NOT be overlooked. 

The Pakistani Americans are aware of the efforts that have been made by many groups to the US lawmakers about the region. These suggestions which would destabilize the region and Pakistani internally will be counterproductive for all the parties involved.
