Pakistan’s Role and the Affect on the People of Pakistan in the 
War on Terror.

· PAKISTAN SIZE: Slightly larger in square mileage to Texas
· PAKISTAN POPULATION: 60% of the US population

· In 1980s, 4.5 million Afghan Refugees (Equal to the population of South Carolina OR Louisiana) entered Pakistan. Pakistan received them with open arms and allowed them to travel across the country and be gainfully employed or initiate their own business. Can you imagine one day the entire population of South Carolina OR Louisiana would come to Texas which already has 60% of the entire US population in it? Till this day 2.46 million Afghanis live in Pakistan (About the population of Nevada or Utah) That era brought with it the Kalashnikov Culture, heroin and other drugs, and a different religious interpretation and identity. 

· After the end of the Soviet Union, when US disengaged from the region, it left a significant proportion of people in the region trained to fight with no rehabilitation. 

· The people in Pakistan felt abandoned and later US placed the sanctions on Pakistan. 
The 1985 Pressler Amendment authorized banning most military and economic assistance to Pakistan. 
· After Pakistan's May 1998 nuclear tests, United States imposed additional sanctions on Pakistan, invoking the 1994 Glenn Amendment and the Symington Amendment. 
· In 1999 Congress invoked Section 508 of the Foreign Assistance Act, prohibiting all U.S. economic and military aid toward Pakistan. 

· The entire time, the western and US disengagement in Pakistan led to others with their agendas investing in the region their ideologies and visions. This resulted in the Mujahideen to grow into an organized group that developed into the Taliban and the rest is well known to all. 

· After the sad events of 9/11 and Pakistan’s alliance with United States, Pakistan’s response in the war on terror led to a further significant affects in the lives of the people in Pakistan. 
· Pakistan has lost 34.5 Billion Dollars Loss in the War on Terror and is going through one of the most difficult financial challenges. 

· Pakistan is going through the most significant security, economic, energy, education crisis in their recent history. 


· Many people because of the past history, the affect on their quality of lives and many episodes of disengagement by US, loss of lives of their fellow Pakistanis, worsening security and the suicide bombs and their portrayal in United States and the treatment of their fellow Pakistani Americans in US have developed anti- American sentiments. 


· The US support to the people in Pakistan in the last 7 years total has been $3.129 Billion.
The mentioned of the $ 8.8 is actually a part of the Coalition Support Fund which is REIMBURSEMENT for services and NOT designated as Foreign Assistance.
· 1950 -2001: Pakistan bought total ammunition $3.6 Billion: 2006: $3.5 Billion from US alone. 

· Nuclear technology given to India without signing the Non- Proliferation Treaty (NPT).
· In all incidents and allegation there is no independent views made by US. They repeated the Indian allegation without knowing the true facts.
